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The Palais des Papes in Avignon, France is the most important medieval Catholic fortress

palace in Europe and France's grandest Gothic building. It was the venue for six papal

elections and seven successive popes took refuge here. It was named a UNESCO World
Heritage Site in 1995.
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Located on the outskirts of Avignon and listed as a World Heritage site in 1985, this
three-tier arched stone aqueduct was built during the ancient Roman period. It was

designed to supply water to public baths and fountains in the Roman city, and is
now over 2,000 years old.
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With a 2,500-year history dating back to the Roman period, this architectural site was
inscribed as a UNESCO World Heritage site in 1977. The fortress was effectively a small
city of its time, housing royalty, nobility, and commoners alike, and featuring a

self-contained lifestyle and commercial hub.

Ascend the ancient ramparts to admire the unique architectural features of the famous
double walls and enjoy a panoramic view of the fortress. Wander through the castle
streets to experience its medieval charm, where shops on both sides offer a variety of
